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Lake Hopatcong Train Station

The train station was part of the  Delaware, Lackawanna and Western Railroad and the Lackawanna Cutoff project. 
The Landing station was unique in NJ because three forms of transportation were directly accessible from the station.  
Rail passengers could disembark at the station, board the Lake Hopatcong Steamboat Company boats for passage 
through the feeder canal of the Morris Canal into Lk. Hopatcong or board the Morris County Traction Company trolley 
directly to Bertrand Island Park. 

The train station is a Jacobethan style building and is similar to its sister station in Mt. Lakes with both stations' use of 
stone rubble materials and detailing of concrete and glazed terra cotta. Inside are a ticket office, main hall and luggage 
room. 

The 2015 grant will assist the Lake Hopatcong Foundation with the acquisition of the train station.
