I'V. Discussion Topic - Federal Preemption by Railroads

Mr. Nathan Fenno, Esg. from the New York Susquehaand Western Railroad
(NYS&W) gave a presentation on the history and ofleederal preemption for
railroads.

Mr. Fenno provided a brief background of the NY S&a\Elass three railroad that
operates 400 miles of track through New York, Pglvasia, and New Jersey.
75% of NYS&W'’s business occurs in New Jersey.

For a while, railroad operations were controlledly states and regulated how
wide the rails had to be among other things, ardted issues with uniformity.
The creation of the Interstate Commerce Commissiamged all this by giving
the federal government control of the railroads alhaived for the
standardization of technology. Incorporated poviechided the Supremacy
Clause and the Commerce Clause.

Mr. Fenno covered some of the issues that comnesratnd railroads usually find
themselves at odds over, including: hours of opmraspeed, horns at grade
crossings, noise of operations, maintenance abeadl property, and transport of
hazardous materials.

In 1995, the federal government terminated the #0@ created the Surface
Tranportation Board (STB), and made the jurisdictwer railroads exclusive to
the STB.

Mr. Fenno covere8lYS& W v Ridgefield Park case which ruled that railroads
were exempt from local zoning. Additionally, they aot required to go through
planning board process.

Judge Stanton from New Jersey later ruled thabwils are required to go
through the process, but do not have to wait fde@sion to proceed. In the
instance of the transload facility in Riverdaleg firocess took eighteen months.
Freeholder Nordstrom commented that railroads teéeé pragmatic as well. It's
a balancing act and railroads need incentives t& with towns.

Mr. Fenno said that it takes both sides. If youdgan that path, you might get
less than you would otherwise, and ultimately, whafood business for the
railroads will rule the day.
